If you park at Osaka 

University, please remember to 

park only on their west wall and 

please be respectful to their 

guard and others as the parking is 

a courtesy they have extended to 

us.  The parking signs in front of 

school have been changed. Please 

check them carefully for 'No 

Parking' and '15 minutes' parking 

restrictions.

I have discovered a way to turn grouchy mornings pleasant. The se-

cret? Walking to school. 

 

Wednesday, October 3 is International Walk-to-School day, and I 

plan to join many other Carpenter families and families around the 

globe in walking to school.  There are many benefits to walking to 

school ð getting exercise, avoiding morning traffic and parking has-

sles, improving the environment ð but the best benefit is the enjoy-

ment my daughter and I share in the morning.   

 

Physical and Emotional Benefits: For busy parents, it can be 

hard to fit regular exercise into a full day. Walking briskly is an excel-

lent form of exercise that requires no equipment or gym member-

ship. Unfortunately, exercise can also be difficult to fit into kidsõ 

schedules, given school, homework, and lessons, to say nothing of 

the distraction of television and computers. A short walk is a way to 

sneak exercise into the daily routine, especially if it takes us some-

where we have to go anyway. 

 

In addition to the physical benefit, exercise provides an emotional 

benefit as well. I find myself in a better mood on the days that we 

walk to school, and my daughter starts her school day refreshed and 

happy despite having been dragged out of bed earlier than sheõd like.   

 

Avoiding Traffic Hassles and Protecting the Environment: 

We all encounter enough traffic going about our daily business. I wel-

come the opportunity to avoid morning school traffic. Sometimes we 

would end up parking so far away from school that walking doesnõt 

seem to take much longer. Walking is also a good way to show chil-

dren small ways that we can protect the environment ð we save gas 

and avoid polluting the air. 

 

Shared Time: The best part of walking is the time that my daugh-

ter and I share. We canõt really rush, and since weõre walking side by 

side, itõs easier to talk than it is in the car. I learn about what she 

does in school, more than the usual, ònothingó or òI donõt remem-

ber.ó We notice things about our neighborhood and say hi to 

neighbors we meet along the way. We make up games and songs.   

But the best endorsement came from my older daughter, who once 

said, òI feel so good when weõre walking to school that I forget weõre 

going to school!ó  

 

1. Allow yourself an extra ten minutes of travel time in 

the morning. This small step will insure safe traffic 

choices. 

 

2. Carpool with your neighbors. This step will not only 

improve traffic flow but will also improve the air quality 

around our school. 

 

3. Follow all traffic laws and traffic signals. NEVER park in 

the fire zone or bus stop. 

 

4. When parking in the OSULA parking lot, use only the 

west 100 parking spaces. OSULA is private property. 

Parking at OSULA is a privilege that may be denied if the 

rules are not followed. Watch for children and do not 

cross in the middle of the block on Maxwellton. 

 

5. Please be courteous to our school neighbors and never 

block someone's driveway or garage entrance. 

 

6. When crossing intersections pay attention to the cross-

ing guard and stay within the yellow lines. 

 

7. When using the valet line on Carpenter Avenue, stay in 

you car and pull forward when requested. Do not allow 

children to exit vehicles street side. 

 

8. Be courteous to the school staff and volunteers work-

ing the carpool line. They are there to help keep your 

children safe and the valet line moving. Thank them for 

trying to help you and the students day start on time. 

 

9. Volunteer in the carpool line at  least once a month. 

You will be enlightened to the causes of traffic problems 

around Carpenter. 

 

10. Consider walking to school with your children. 

A healthy and stress reducing choice. Studies show 

that children who walk to school start the day bet-

ter prepared to learn.

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A few reminders: 

Please send children to school with appropriate shoes for 

play on the yard at recess, lunch and P.E. Closed toe shoes 

with backs are required. Shoes with sturdy toes are needed 

for P.E. 

We know that occasionally students forget their lunch in 

the morning and parents will need to drop it off in the of-

fice. Please understand that dropping off lunches in the of-

fice on a regular basis is disruptive to the office and the 

classrooms. 
Please send your child to school each morning with every-

thing he/she will need for the day. Your understanding is 

greatly appreciated. 
 
As a mother, I remember asking my son what he did in school 

and his response was "nothing.ó I knew that he wasn't sitting in a 

classroom for 6 hours learning nothing. What I did learn was 

that I needed to ask the right questions. Instead of asking him 

what he learned in school, I asked him to tell me three things 

that he learned or did in school that day. My son's responses 

were much different. You want to look for more than one-word 

answers to your questioning. Here are some suggestions on how 

to encourage your children to share information about their day: 

Ask specific questions. Asking questions that can only be 

answered with a yes or a no will often produce just that. 
Give your child time to unwind. Think about your own after 

work needs.  Just like you, kids need time to decompress 

after a long day at school. 

Share some of your day. By 

sharing how your day went, you're modeling the kind of 

information that you'd like to hear from your child. 
Play a conversation game. Children have rich imaginations 

and love stories. Try turning conversations into sto-

ries. With younger children you can begin by saying, 

"Today I went to school and sat down next to 

______." Let your child fill in the blank and continue the 

story. 

Get the facts straight.  From time to time you'll hear dif-

ferent information from different sources about your 

child's day in school.  Ask the teacher! 

 

We welcome and encourage your involvement in making Car-

penter Ave. Elementary the outstanding school that it is. Join 

our terrific PTA and Parents for Carpenter (PFC) organiza-

tions.  Make new friends while benefitting the Carpenter stu-

dents. It's team work that makes us successful!

Recycle That Old Cell Phone 
Lucky enough to score a new cell phone 

over the summer, or is there a drawer 

in your house with several old cell 

phones? The Carpenter PTA has part-

nered with Phoneraiser in an effort to 

help the environment while also turning 

your old and/or unused cell phones into 

funds to be put towards beautification 

projects at our school. 

 

So how does this program work?  You 

can donate your used cell phones by 

bringing them to the Parent Resource 

Room behind the auditorium and placing 

them in the labeled box. All cell phones 

are accepted. You do not need to bring 

any accessories, however Phoneraiser 

encourages you to include batteries 

with your shipment, as batteries contain 

many toxic substances and should be 

recycled properly. We will receive a 

monetary donation for each cell phone 

that we collect which will be used 

through the PTA for beautification pro-

jects at Carpenter. 

 

You can also help by collecting cell 

phones through your work, neighbor-

hood, or even from a local cell phone 

store and bringing them to our drop off 

box in the Parent Resource Room.  

According to a new study by environ-

mental research group Inform, people in 

the United States will soon be getting 

rid of about 130 million cell phones each 

year. "That's about 65,000 tons of cell 

phones and ultimately they are thrown 

away," says Joanna Underwood, spokes-

person for Inform. Cell phones and lap-

tops contain toxic materials such as 

arsenic, lead and zinc. 

Electronics donated through the 

Phoneraiser Program, however, are 

given new life. Your used phones 

and laptops are desirable to people 

living in developing nations. Phon-

eraiser makes your unused technol-

ogy available to those who can use 

it, while keeping it out of the landfill. 

Those items that cannot be resold 

are recycled for their component 

parts according to EPA standards.

The more often children and teens eat dinner with their families, the less likely they are to smoke, drink, or use drugs, ac-

cording to research by The National Center on Addiction and Substance Abuse. The center's 2006 report The Importance of 

Family Dinners III showed that compared to kids who have fewer than three family dinners per week, children and teens who 

have frequent family dinners (five or more per week) are * half as likely to try cigarettes * half as likely to be daily cigarette 

smokers * half as likely to try marijuana * one-third less likely to try alcohol * half as likely to get drunk monthly * less likely 

to have friends who drink alcohol and use marijuana * likelier to get better grades in school. Because PTA cares about chil-

dren's health and safety, PTA is supporting Family Day - A Day to Eat Dinner with Your ChildrenÊ, a national initiative 

to encourage parents to frequently eat dinner with their children and be involved in their children's lives.

allows, we create group stories that al-

ways bring lots of giggles.  

2nd Grade and 3rd/4th/5th Grade:  

The upper grades are divided into two 

groups. Both get a monthly book club se-

lection and are responsible for reading 

their book at home before their next 

meeting. Each group has a discussion 

about the book and we explore story 

structure and the òwhyó behind the 

choices the author made. 

Book club starts the first week of 

October!  

All Carpenter students are encouraged to 

join book club. A small fee is requested to 

cover the cost of books. Each group 

meets once a month in the school library. 

Meetings are scheduled on Tuesday after-

noons (Carpenterõs minimum day) follow-

ing dismissal. Look for your book club 

enrollment form in an upcoming email to 

parents. 
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In a blink of an eye, it seems summer 

is gone and the kids are back in 

school. Life becomes more compli-

cated as everyone gets on a different 

schedule. If you have kids in different 

schools, you have more to  deal with!  

So whatõs a parent to do to stay on 

top of it all and manage the never-

ending flow of information? Get you 

and the kids organized for back to 

school by setting up activity centers in 

your home that help maintain the flow 

of information on a daily basis and 

give your kids the opportunity to 

learn organizational skills.  

Activity Centers That Work: 

Choose a central location that you 

will actually use, like the kitchen or 

family room. Have all the supplies you 

need right there, such as a recycling 

bin, pencils and paper. If you have to 

search for something, itõs easier to 

put it off until later, and then later 

never comes! The most important 

thing is to use the center as part of 

your daily routine. As soon as your 

children get home at the end of the day, 

have them empty their backpacks and 

sort lunchboxes, homework and school 

papers, before other things demand 

their attention.  

Mail Center: School papers (typically 

sent home Mondays and Thursdays) 

should be sorted from homework.  

Make quick decisions with each paper 

ñ to toss, file or take action ñ and be 

sure to do this daily, so it doesnõt pile 

up! Store all school papers and informa-

tion you refer to frequently, like class 

rosters and PTA events, in wall pock-

ets or in a file box on the counter. 

Have one section for after school ac-

tivities and team rosters. The idea is to 

have information readily available for 

everyone. 

 

Family Schedule Center: This is the 

place to gather each family memberõs 

schedule and important information for 

school and activities. It doesnõt replace 

your own planner, but it helps family 

members keep track of what every-

oneõs doing and when. Keep the com-

munication clear by tracking everyoneõs 

schedule on a large family calendar. 

Assign each family member a color and 

post meetings, after school activities 

and important events as they come up. 

Have older kids post their own sched-

ule! Get into the routine of checking 

the calendar daily and updating sched-

ules. On the wall or refrigerator keep 

important and frequently used phone 

numbers, including cell numbers for 

easy access. (Use photo frames!)
